Music was the common denominator that brought them together.  They met when Greg was asked to write a song for Glenda’s high school graduating class. Later that year they gave birth to miraculous twins, Rachael and Michelle, born three months prematurely.  Thirteen years later, God blessed them with a healthy baby girl, Anna.
Music is still the common denominator that forms this family and team, “Heart & Soul.”  Greg has served on staff as Worship Pastor in Buhl, Idaho; Twin Falls, Idaho; Fort Worth, Texas and Layton, Utah.  He and Glenda served on staff with Evangelist Dave Roever in Fort Worth, Texas.  Greg worked in the television production and crusade music departments for Dave.  Rachael and Michelle trained for ministry in Master’s Commission in Dallas, Texas.  Anna sings with Mom and Dad and teaches fun hip hop dances.  One of the band members at the church in Layton, Utah was Richard Newton.  He grew in his anointing and musical skill and captured the heart of their daughter Michelle.
